Remember, it is advised that every student, at every grade level, reads at home daily. Ask your child to
read to you for a few minutes from time to time: you can to hear if the text is too difficult. A very good
comprehension activity is to ask your child to summarize what she/he has been reading.

Practice basic addition and subtraction,
multiplication and division facts until they are automatic!
