Dear Kindergarten Parents/Caregivers:

Our school Districtis partnering with the Human Early Learning Partnership (HELP), arese archinstitute
at the University of British Columbia, to do the Childhood Experiences Questionnaire (CHEQ). The CHEQ
isan online questionnaire completed by parents and caregivers at the start of the Kindergarten school
year. It focuses on experiences your child has had overthe last few years that are strongly linked to
children’s health and well-being, education, and social outcomes. The CHEQalsoincludes COVID-19
related questions to help us understand the secondary impacts of the pandemic on children and families.
As a parent/caregiver of a Kindergarten student in the Surrey School District, you are invited to fill out
the CHEQ this fall. It will be open until October 31st, 2021.

The information from the CHEQ is shared with our school Districtand early years community to
strengthen programs and services for families. Ourschool and Kindergarten teachers can also use it to
betterunderstand the different kinds of experiences children had before starting Kindergarten so that
we can supportthem better.

The questionnaire does not assess your child’s skills or abilities, or your parenting. The CHEQ is simple
and easy to complete and will take approximately 30 minutes of your time. Your participationis
voluntary.

English, UATE, and FFEA.

HELP is responsible for keeping CHEQ data safe; your child’s personal informationis keptinasecure
research environment at the University of British Columbia.
